New Annexations

The City of Ballwin would like to extend a heartfelt
welcome to our newest residents!

The residents of Arbor Trails and Arbor Crest subdivisions
became citizens of Ballwin, along with Oakbrook Elementary as
of April 1st. Both subdivisions petitioned St. Louis County to join
the City of Ballwin last year. The annexations were approved by
the St. Louis County Boundary Commission in the fall.

The Arbor Crest Subdivision brings in 14.8 acres to the City

of Ballwin and is located off Ries Road to the southeast of the
intersection of Ries Road and Big Bend Boulevard. It contains 34
single-family housing units.

The Arbor Trails Subdivision brings in 49 acres to the City of
Ballwin and is located to the south of Big Bend Boulevard just
past Oak Brook Elementary School. It contains 85 single-family
housing units.

Oak Brook Elementary School was also annexed into the City of
Ballwin as a result of the Arbor Trails Subdivision.

Both subdivisions will be located in Ward 1.Taxes will not increase
annexations.

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Chief’s Corner

The Ballwin Police Department is continually
evaluating ways to strengthen our organization while
supporting neighboring communities. One key service
we provide is our Public Safety Answering Point
(PSAP), or 911 Dispatch Center. Any 911 call placed
within our service area is routed to our center. If fire
or EMS services are needed, the call is transferred to
Central County Emergency 911 so those resources
can be dispatched. Our dispatchers remain on the
line to gather critical information and ensure police
officers are sent promptly.

In addition to serving Ballwin and Winchester residents, we also provide police
dispatching services to neighboring communities. We have dispatched for the City of
Manchester for more than 40 years. In April 2026, we expanded our services to include
the City of Des Peres. We were able to take on this additional responsibility with only a
minimal increase in staffing, moving from two dispatchers per shift to three.

There are several advantages to having multiple agencies served by a single PSAP.
Because our communities share borders, incidents often cross jurisdictional lines. A
crime that begins in one city may quickly move into another. Operating on a shared
radio frequency allows officers to stay informed about nearby activity and respond
more effectively. During large-scale incidents, neighboring agencies can quickly assist by
providing coverage while the primary agency manages the situation.

With Des Peres now on our radio network, most police agencies along Manchester
Road, from east of Interstate 270 to Ballwin’s western border, are able to coordinate
seamlessly. In addition to improved public safety, participating agencies benefit
financially through shared resources and economies of scale.

Establishing a regional 911 answering point in West County demonstrates that local
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governments can collaborate effectively, share resources, and enhance service delivery
without the need for mandated consolidation.
