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Ballwin is a unique name for a city. In fact, 
it is the only city in the United States with 
its spelling! The City was founded by John 
Ball, son of James Ball and Mary Bray Ball of 
Virginia and Kentucky. 

Around 1797 or 1798, John Ball moved to the 
West St. Louis County area, possibly at the 
same time as the Daniel Boone party moved 
to and settled in the St. Charles and Warren 
County areas. Records now preserved in 
Jefferson City show the transfer of title of 
about 400 acres of land along Grande Glaize 
Creek to John Ball in February, 1800. This is 
the first official record of John Ball in the West 
County area. 

In 1826, Missouri moved its capital to Jefferson 
City. Soon, there was a need for an overland 
mail route between St. Louis and the new 
capital. As luck would have it, this new road 
was established along a route that passed by 
John Ball’s property. After the road, known at 
times as Jefferson Road, Market Road, and 
Manchester Road, became established, John 
Ball decided to capitalize on the accessibility 
it provided for his property and laid out a 
town. Although initially recorded with a 
different name, Ball amended the recorded 
plat to be named Ballwin on February 9, 1837.

In the years that followed, Ballwin has grown 
from the town Ball knew, with only a few 
homes and businesses, to a small village of 
750 people when it was incorporated on 
December 29, 1950, to a thriving city of over 
30,000 today. John Ball’s vision of Ballwin as 
the leading city in the West County area has 
been realized. If you would like to learn more 
about John Ball and other stories of Ballwin’s 
past, please contact the Ballwin Historical 
Commission at history@ballwin.mo.us.

Property & Real Estate Taxes
The City’s property tax rate for citizens has been rolled back to $0 since 1987, 
leaving City services being financed primarily by sales taxes, utility gross receipts 
taxes, and recreational revenues. However, a real estate tax is collected by St. 
Louis County, the area school districts, and other agencies. For more information 
on taxes, contact our Finance Department at (636) 227-9000.  

Trash, Recycling and Yard Waste
The City of Ballwin does not provide trash collection services. Instead, we contract 
with an independent collection service, Republic Services. General trash, 
yardwaste, and recycling guidelines can be found on the City’s website at 
www.ballwin.mo.us/Trash-Pick-up-and-Recycling/. However, for the most current 
and accurate information, you should contact Republic Services directly (see 
page 5) with questions or comments regarding their service.

Snow Removal
The Ballwin Public Works Department tries to make winter a bit more manageable 
by handling snow removal in the City. Crews treat the streets just before snow 
or freezing rain begin. Once a snow emergency occurs, crews work around 
the clock to clear the roadways. It’s important to note, not all streets in Ballwin 
are maintained by Ballwin crews (Manchester Rd. is maintained by the Missouri 
Department of Transportation). To prepare for winter weather, please read Section 
15-266 in our Code of Ordinances which covers vehicles on City streets during a 
snow emergency. 

Leaf Collection
Every fall, our Public Works crews begin our curbside Leaf Collection program, 
which provides a convenient way for residents to dispose of their leaves. More

Tree Planting Program 
The City of Ballwin is pleased to offer a cost-share program to encourage the 
planting of trees in our neighborhoods to provide beauty and environmental 
benefits. You may apply to the City for up to a $100 reimbursement after planting 
a tree, provided the area and the tree meet the appropriate criteria. More 
information can be found at www.ballwin.mo.us/Tree-Planting-Program/.

Permits are required for many construction projects, including, but not limited to, 
tool sheds, fences, decks, and swimming pools.

Housing Inspections/Occupancy Permits
All commercial properties and dwelling units must be inspected and certified for 
compliance before they can be sold or rented. New occupants are required to 
obtain an Occupany Permit. 

Property Maintenance
City code prohibits the accumulation of trash and growth of vegetation over six 
inches in height. 

Sewer Lateral Repair Program
Residential homes in Ballwin are enrolled in a sewer lateral insurance program 
available through the City. A sewer lateral is the pipe that carries household waste 
to the Metropolitan Sewer District (MSD) sewer main. Information on the Sewer
